Hull Police Investigating Act of Hate Crime at Temple Beth Shalom
Hull, MA (September 9, 2008)  

On Sunday September 7, 2008 a swastika was found carved into the door of the Temple Beth Shalom Located at 600 Nantasket Avenue. The swastika was carved into the front door of the temple and was approximately one and a half feet in size. The Hull Police are conducting an ongoing investigation into this Hate Crime and Detectives and Officers have canvassed the neighborhood. 
"Carving a swastika on a temple is not only a hate crime but an act of religious intolerance as well," said Chief Richard K. Billings. "An act like this must be seen as an attack upon the entire community and an offense to all our citizens. Hate crimes differ from conventional crime because they are not directed simply at an individual, but are meant to cause fear and intimidation in an entire group or class of people. We are determined to find the individual or individuals responsible and they will be punished to the fullest extent of the law."
